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The purpose of this research was to describe the perceptions of nursing students fundamental

nursing practice. The sample was composed of 42 sophomore nursing students at the Faculty of Nursing,

Mahidol University. The data were collected using a focus group method. The data were analyzed using

content analysis. The study findings, five themes were emerged as the following: (1) the first impression of

students on

clinical practice; (2) the characteristics of teaching and learning in clinical practice; (3)

instructors and healthcare professional team; (4) the preparedness of students for clinical practice; and 5)

student’s attitude related to clinical practice

The results demonstrated the perceptions of nursing students on the fundamental nursing

practice. The findings will be useful to improve clinical teaching in fundamental nursing practice course.
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
