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Abstract : The objectives of This study were explored the characteristics of aging
people regarding to the health conditions and the needs of the day care center
services, in Bangkoknoi area in Bangkok. The samples of the population were 671
aging persons. The questionaires were the tool to be used. Frequency, percentage,
mean, median, and standard deviation were used to analysed the general data,
while chi-square and t-test were used to compare the difference between the
characteristic aging population, health condition and the needs of the Day Care
Center services. It had been found that most of the population were female than
male. The average age was 65.57+7.40 years. The family members were 6-9 persons,
The majority were Budhism (94.9%) and single family. Their educations were
secondary grade (48.9%) Their financial statuses were adequate. Most of their health
condition had some problems (84.5%), but still be reasonable in conditions. Mostly,
they were suffering from sightseeing (56.7% ). The majority used the government health
services (62.2%). When they were ill, they were cared by child/nephew (76.2%): The
child/nephew would responsible expenditure in health care 53.9%. Most of them
needs health care services (81.5%). According to the study most of the elderly
population had good health condition and need the services from Day Care Center.
The various government organizations should pay more attention and realize on
increasing and supporting the establishment the Day Care Center. They should
redlize on comfort, safety, and also emphasize on the health care services.
