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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the relationships between socioeconomic status, life
satisfaction, health status, other factors and retirement self-efficacy and to search the predictors of
retirement self-efficacy. Respondents were 150 persons (54-61 years of age) from government officers and business
companies staffs. Questionnaires were developed from Belloc, Kaewkungval and Neuhs. Data were analysed by
using the SPSS/PC * .

The results of this study revealed that there were significantly positive correlation between socioeconomic
status, life satisfaction and retirement self-efficacy at the significance level of .01. Health status was significant related
to retirement self-efficacy at the significance level of .05. Total retirement self-efficacy scores were nearly low level.
The highest scores was retirement self-efficacy of retirement itself which was at moderate level. The retirement self-
efficacy scores of activities and financial were lower than the scores of retirement itself. The lowest scores were
retirement self-efficacy of health and retirement self-efficacy of pension. The predictors of retirement self-efficacy were

life satisfaction and socioeconomic status. (p<.001).
